


Day 01, 16 Sep 

Depart Adelaide  

Commence your journey to 

Singapore. Transfer to hotel.

Singapore & Siem Reap  

Arrive Siem Reap, Cambodia and 

transfer to hotel. Welcome dinner 

at Angkor Village with a traditional 

Apsara dance performance.

Day 03, 18 Sep  

Angkor Wat  

See sunrise over Angkor Wat and 

tour the site. Return to hotel for 

breakfast before exploring Ta 

Prohm, unique for the overgrown 

roots of giant fig trees wrapped  

around the entire temple structure.   

Other temples to be visited today 

are Ta Keo, Chau Say Tevoda, 

Thammanon, Bantey Kdei and Sra 

Srang. In the afternoon, visit the 

South Gate of Angkor Thom and 

the Bayon, Ba Phoun, the 

Elephant and Leaper King 

Terraces and the Royal Palace 

area. The day concludes at sunset 

from the summit of the Phnom 

Bakheng and dinner at a local 

restaurant.

Day 04, 19 Sep 

Phnom Penh  

Explore the Rolous Group, 

including Preah Ko Bakong and 

Lolei before travelling by coach to 

Phnom Penh, the capital of 

Cambodia. This is a leisurely 4 

hour drive through the 

countryside, with a lunch stop  

enroute.

Designated a World Heritage Site, 

this former capital is one of the 

best preserved traditional cities in 

Southeast Asia.  On a sightseeing 

tour, we visit the National 

of shimmering temples and 

French colonial buildings, visit the 

Royal Palace, and climb Mount 

Phousi for panoramic views.

Take a boat trip on the Mekong 

River today to visit the Pak Ou 

Caves, filled with Buddhist and 

Lao style sculptures carved into 

the cave walls, and hundreds of 

Buddhist figures laid out over the 

floors and wall shelves. Lunch 

enroute before a stop at at a 

riverside village where rice wine is 

produced, and the village of Ban 

Phanom, where traditional Lao 

textiles are woven on ancient 

wooden looms.
